Dear Friends,

It's probably the last unmentionable topic of discussion in
familiesfiserious illness and death. Neither is optional, both
are certain and yet many people think and behave as though
they will be forever young and in the best of health. At some
point reality breaks in and a spouse, adult child, parent or grand
parent falls seriouslyill and can't make or communicatdife-
and-death medical decisions for themselves. Instead of the calm
quiet of a living room family members musthurriedly gather
in the hospital waiting room and decide what the seriously ill
or dyingperson would owouldn'thave wanted.The discussion
can no bngerbe delayed because ahealth care providerneeds
a decisiorfiand now.

People have been urged for many years to plan for times of
serious iliness and death by completing aadvancedirective,
or ol i niwhiahpyowdedighatetibe person who will make
those decisionswhen youcan't make them foryourself. Almost
all 50 states offer advance directivdorms but theseforms are
often written in complicated legal and medical terms that few
can readily understand And none of the forms helps foster the
difficult but essential discussion that must come before
anybody puts anything in writing.

This was thesituation the FiIvE WISHESadvance directive sought
to improve when it wadntroduced nationallyin 1997. It has
since become very popular because it approachesdifficult
topic in a mannerthat people can relate to. It broadens the
discussion from thepurely medicaland legal into the areas that
