ARTESIANWELL WATER

This water is collected from a well that
taps an aquifeffilayers of porous rock,
sand, and earth that contain watefi
which is under pressure from
surroundingupper layers of rock or
clay. Whentapped, the pressure in the
aquifer, commonly called artesian
pressure, pushes the water above the
level of the aquifer, sometimes to the
surface. Other means may be used to
help bring the water to the surface.

SPRINGWATER

Resulting from an underground structure
from which water flows naturally to the
surface, this water must be collected only
at the spring or through a borehole that
taps the underground formation feeding
the spring.

WELLWATER
This is water from a hole drilled into the
ground, which taps into an aquifer.

Some bottled water also comes from
municipal sourcegiin other words, the
tap water from your sink. This water is
usually treated before it is bottled.
Examples ofwater treatmentsinclude:

1 Distillation ~ Water is turned into a
vapor, leaving minerals behind. Vapors
are then condensed into water again.

1P  denominational treasurer recently reported that the annual
mission support budgetfor 2010 was reduced by$4.6
million or 7.7% from the amount received in 2009. During
the first quarter of 2010, the amount of income received from the 65 synods
of the church was 12.5% less than during the first quarter of 2009. In 35 of
these synods, the level of income was down by more than 10% as compared
to the sameperiod in 2009. The economy and theexuality controversyn some
of the synods are mainly responsible for this decrease. We can be proud of our
actions here in the Greater Milwaukee Synod. 60% of the benevolence dollars
that are given to the Synod from the congregations is forwarded on to the
national church as our share for the work of the ELCA and the partnership
ministries it supports.Restructuring at the national level will undoubtedly meaan
reduction in personnel and programs that have been providing specialized
ministries around the worldHe r e at s\8etcontinieata fylhdfund our
support of the Synod as well as our local support for community ministries. At
a recent meeting of the Synodical Affairs Committee, our church treasurer
reported that during the first six months of our current fiscal year, our
congregation has given 15.3% of itsontributions to benevolenceand
partnership ministries for both our synod and here in the Kenosha area.
