St. Maryõs Lutheran Church is interested in bring-

ing Habitat for Humanity to Kenosha. 
 

For the past two months, St. Maryõs, along with city 

officials and community groups, have discerned 

the possibility of establishing a Habitat for Humanity 

chapter here in Kenosha. As you may be aware, 

congregations in Racine and Milwaukee work with 

Habitat for Humanity in their own communities to 

meet the housing needs of low-income families. 

Leaders within our congregation have long desired 

to work with Habitat for Humanity in our own 

Kenosha community. 
 

By the end of May, St. Maryõs will request from 

Habitat for Humanity permission to use the Habitat 

name and to begin application for establishing an 

affiliate. While the application process is still a 

period of discernment, the hope of St. Maryõs is 

that by applying for affiliation with Habitat for 

Humanity, our congregation, along with other 

congregations and community groups, would help 

establish a local affiliate. 
 

This past month Kerry Dietrich spoke with local 

community groups at a meeting for the Emergency 

Community Action Agency. Having asked for the 

support of various community groups, they 

unanimously voted to support our efforts toward 

establishing a Habitat for Humanity affiliate here 

in Kenosha. In the mean time, I have spoken about 

the prospects of establishing a Habitat affiliate with 

several city and synod officials, including Mayor 

Keith Bosman and Synod Bishop Jeff Barrow. All 

of them have been supportive of the idea.

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 Music Ministry Notes  

Dear Friends in Christ, 

 

For the months that my father lived with 

us prior to his passing last July, he 

worshipped with us at St. Mary's and he 

loved it. When he passed we wanted to 

use his estate to do meaningful things 

to praise the Lord, give glory to God, 

and to serve His people. We donated to 

the Shalom Center, shared with our 

children and our grandchildren, invested 

some and saved some. As stewards of my 

father's estate, we contributed memor-

ials to his home church in Clinton, Iowa 

and to the music ministry at St. Mary's. 

We wanted to make a significant offering 

to our church in Dad's name. When I asked 

the staff members of St. Mary's for 

specific needs, none were identified. I 

prayed for a need to be re- vealed and I 

believe the Holy Spirit opened my mind 

and heart to a project that would be 

meaningful in the music ministry and 

worship of our congregation.  

 

It is difficult for me to realize that Linda 

Schmidt has been director of music at St. 

Mary's for ten years. Our music program 

has a long and distinguished history, with 

many exceptional musicians contributing 

much to St. Mary's through their 

leadership. But Linda has been and 

continues to be something special in the 

music life, worship experience, and 

personal faith growth of many in our 

congregation. Many young people have 

grown up in church knowing only Linda 

as their music worship leader. Our music 

program has grown, expanded, and 

exploded because of her leadership. 
 

When Linda and Cliff came to us from 

Iowa in 2000, they brought significant 

gifts to our congregation. As a musician, 

Linda plays piano, organ, flute, and bells. 

She is a fine choral/bell choir director for 

all age groupsñyoung children through 

senior adults. She is an excellent musician 

and faith educator. She brings commit-

ment, dedication, organization, passion, 

zeal, and love to her ministry and our church. 
 

When she came to St. Maryõs, Linda owned 

her own harp and played occasionally for 

worship services. Many remember fondly 

the beauty of her harp music and how it 

enhanced our worship. Some, however, 

have not experienced that. When Linda 

and Cliff decided to have a family, they 

looked to adopting children. The Holy Spirit 

blessed them with Andrew and Natalya. In 

order to finance the expense of the  

adoptions, Linda and Cliff decided to 

sacrifice Linda's harp and sold it. Since 

then, the beauty of harp music in our 

worship has been absent. The trade-

off has been a wonderful blessing for 

the Schmidts and for all who have come 

to know, love and appreciate their 

delightful children. 
 

The absence of harp music is not something 

that is noticeably lacking, but  I personally 

remember the enrichment that the sounds 

of the harp brought to my worship. There 

is no other music to compare with it and 

we were unique in that there is no other 

congregation in Kenosha that has harp 

music in worship. It is my dream, my passion, 

my zeal, and my fire to have harp music 

as part of our worship again. I believe the 

"shy member" of the Triune God, the Holy 

Spirit, is in our midst and providing us with 

inspiration and an opportunity to provide 

something significant in the faith life and 

worship experience of our congregation. 

For the purpose of purchasing a harp for 

worship and as a practice instrument for 

members who would like to take lessons, 

Barbara and I have committed part of 

my father's estate. Our contribution is 

not sufficient for the full purchase of a 

quality used instrument. We are in prayer, 

asking for those who are interested in 

making this dream a reality to contribute 

by purchasing "harp strings" (similar to 

the organ restoration project when 

members were asked to be "organ 

donors"). All "harp strings" contributions 

will go toward the purchase of a "St. 

Mary's Memorial Harp". There will be no 

family name on the harp, but all gifts 

will be recognized. 
 

Our hope is to have this memorial harp in 

place by October so that it can be used 

for and dedicated in worship on All Saints 

Sunday in November. Following the 

dedication of the harp, applications will 

be received from those who would 

desire harp lessons.  
 

I pray that the Holy Spirit will breathe on 

us and that we will all catch the fire of His 

passion and zeal. Together we can 

provide "harp strings"  to praise and 

glorify God through the beauty of harp 

music in our worship at St. Mary's.

Dear Friends, 
 

The weather is favorably changing and outside activities take 

up the majority of free time. This month the National Health 

Observance promotes eye safety. Everyone should wear eye 

protectors around power equipment and while playing racquet 

sports, baseball or squash. 40,000 people a year suffer eye 

injuries while playing sports. There are many home activities 

that require industrial grade eye protectors. Ninety percent of  

eye injuries can be prevented through understanding safety 

practices and the use of proper eye protection. 
 

The three primary types of eye protectionñsafety glasses, safety 

goggles, and face shieldsñare sometimes worn in combination. 

Experts say that handling chemicals, including lawn chemicals, 

requires goggles. Accidents involving common household products 

cause 125,000 eye injuries each year. For any activity that involves 

chipping, grinding, riveting, sanding, banging, or masonry, 

safety goggles should be worn. The best goggles are those where 

the sides touch the skin all around, as particles can still fly up 

under glasses that are open on the sides. A face shield is often 

required if there are large flying objects or lots of debris. 

Polycarbonate lenses are preferred because they are lighter, 

stronger and the most impact resistant. Glass lenses provide good 

scratch resistance and can withstand chemical exposure. 
 

Hardware stores, home care centers, safety equipment suppliers, 

and optical shops are good places to start looking for eye 

protection. Protectors for home use must have the ANASI Z-87 

mark on their lenses, frames, and temples. Sports protectors 

should indicate that they have been tested for the appropriate 

sport.

A Double Value Investment  
 

During our recent extended visit in Florida, we learned 

through the church we attend, that a new ELCA mission 

congregation had just recently been opened in another part of the community. 

It was announced that an open house had been held and that the new church 

welcomed visitors to see their building at any time. Later in the week, while out 

shopping, we decided to visit the congregation when we discovered ourselves 

in the neighborhood. We met the pastor in the parking lot and he gave us a tour of 

their new building. The facility is one that was built through the financial assistance 

of the ELCAõs Mission Investment Fund. In this case, the pastor was being 

financed by the ELCA as a òmission developer,ó but the church was planned 

and built with the help of the Fund. We later learned that this location is just one of 

over 800 loans currently active that total more than $475 million. 
 

The Mission Investment Fund is one of the ELCAõs most successful programs. 

Assets are accumulated through the investing of monies by both individuals and 

congregations in a wide variety of investment options. Current assets in the Fund 

total more than $700 million as people find these fixed funds to be a very 

attractive investment in this economy. The Fund has almost doubled in assets 

since being formed in 1988 when the ELCA came together as a denomination 

from the merger of three previous smaller Lutheran groups. 
 

The Fund offers investors a double value. First, they provide various funding 

options that offer very competitive rates of return. These funds are sold in 

convenient options to both private individuals and congregations. Our St. 

Maryõs Foundation has been an investor for years. Second, the monies 

invested also benefit the growth of the church. Monies are loaned out to 

congregations, schools and agencies of the church which use them for building 

projects to enlarge their ministries and programs. In this way investors see 

their money used in two positive waysñas an investment for them financially 

as well a vehicle to assist in the expansion of the mission of Christ. 
 

The congregation is named òNew Life Lutheran Churchó. We thought it was a 

good name because it calls attention to what the message of the church is really 

about as well as identifying that congregation in a developing neighborhood. 

May God bless their ministry as well as all the others being started throughout 

our country as part of the evangelism program being conducted by the ELCA.
