West Louisiana  

O n February 6, members of St. Mary's Lutheran Church and seven other Kenosha area congregations, 

traveled to Slidell, Louisiana to work with Habitat for Humanity in the Parish (county) of St. Tammany West. The 

purpose of the trip was to learn about Habitat for Humanity, meet people suffering from the effects of Hurricane 

Katrina, and share in Christian fellowship through community service.  
 

Habitat for Humanity builds and sells single family homes to working families. Upon our arrival at Peace Lutheran 

Church in Slidell, members of St. Mary's met Amy, a married woman, excited about the prospect of owning a new 

home. As a family partner with Habitat for Humanity, Amy will contribute over 300 working hours to the 

construction of her home, and at least 50 educational hours, to prepare for the challenges of home ownership. 

Members of St. Mary's found it a joy to meet Amy and to encounter how Habitat for Humanity helps persons just 

like her.  
 

On the morning of Monday, February 8, workers gathered for devotion and a blessing of hands led by Sue Quever, 

St. Mary's parish nurse. Shortly after, members from St. Mary's began working on Habitat homes. They were led 

by Habitat construction staff and by Americore volunteers working with Habitat. Work projects included roofing, 

shingling, window installation, wrapping, and numerous other projects and tasks. For most of the week weather 

was pleasant, as workers busied themselves: cutting wood, scaling roof-tops, nailing, and cleaning.  
 

Habitat for Humanity provides an organizational model for addressing the housing needs of low-income working 

families. Members of St. Mary Lutheran Church have expressed interest in supporting the formation of a Habitat 

chapter in Kenosha.

Dear Friends, 
 

As we move into March, I would like to 

lift up Colorectal Cancer and screening. 

More than 50,000 Americans die from 

colorectal cancer each year. In fact, 

colorectal cancer is the second leading 

cause of cancer-related deaths in the 

United States. But colorectal cancer is 

largely preventable. Screening tests, 

which are recommended for all people 

age 50 and over, can detect cancer 

before it develops or in its early stages. 

Early detection can dramatically increase 

the chance of survival. The problem is, 

only a third of Americans age 50 and 

over report having had a colorectal 

cancer screening test. A colonoscopy  

is a screening test used to check for 

colon cancer. 
 

A colonoscopy is a procedure through 

which a doctor can closely check the 

lining of the entire colon (large bowel). 

A flexible tube (about the thickness of 

your finger) is passed into the anus and 

advanced slowly into the rectum and 

colon. The colon must be completely 

clean for the procedure. You will be 

given detailed instructions about the 

diet you should follow and about how 

to cleanse your bowel before the 

procedure. Be sure to remind your 

health care provider about: your 

medicines especially anticoagulants or 

aspirin, any allergies, or if you have to 

take antibiotics before procedures. 
 

You will probably be given medication 

to help you relax. You should not feel 

pain, but you may feel pressure or 

cramping from the air that is put into your 

bowel through the tube. You will be 

lying on your side or on your back 

during the procedure, which usually 

takes 15 to 60 minutes. 
 

If an area needs to be looked at more 

closely, a biopsy (sample of the colon 

lining) may be taken and sent to a lab 

for further testing. If polyps are found 

(growths from the lining of the colon) they 

can be removed during colonoscopy and 

sent for further testing. 
 

Any cramping or bloating you feel should 

disappear quickly when you pass gas. 

If you were given medications, you will 

be observed until the sedative effect 

wears off. Be sure to have someone 

there to drive you home. You will be 

told when you can eat and resume 

normal activities. You may have small 

amounts of bleeding from your rectum 

for several days. 
 

Complications after colonoscopy are 

rare. Be sure to call your health care 

provider if you have severe abdominal 

pain, fever and chills, or more than small 

amounts of rectal bleeding. 
 

If you are 50 years or older and have not 

scheduled or had a colonoscopy, take 

the time to do this for yourself and your 

future. This testing could save your life. 
 

May you and your loved ones be blessed 

in your health and relationships.

In the midst of what have been completely full days, I would like to 

use my precious few moments at the computer to bring greetings 

from all of us who are on the medical mission trip to El Salvador. 

For me, this was meant to be the highly recommended time away 

in making the transition from the congregation to full time in the 

synod office. 

 

What I am experiencing is not so much a change of pace as a 

change of perspective. First of all, I am struck both by the 

extreme poverty in most of El Salvador and by the conviction 

and compassion of the Lutheran parishes and pastors here. In 

its unique way it is a most vibrant church, a church 

unafraid to serve in the midst of poverty, a church which is 

centered so much in the lives of children, a church which dares 

to affirm the power of resurrection on a daily basis. 

 

I am also awed and humbled by the commitment of many 

congregations in our synod who have partnered with the 

churches in El Salvador. While I have been aware of those 

relationships for some time, I had little clue as to the depth 

and breadth of those partnerships. This medical mission has 

been headed up by St. John's and Cross of Life in Brookfield. 

Both have made EXTRAORDINARY commitments to their 

partners in El Salvador. These are commitments where the 

giving and receiving is definitely a two way street.  

 

The reception by the Salvadorans has been overwhelming at 

times. They cherish their special relationship with the Greater 

Milwaukee Synod. In many ways we are their direct lifeline. In 

other ways they are the ones who can help us find the center 

of our souls all over again. 

  

I am very grateful to be now a direct part of this relationship. I am 

anxious to return to Greater Milwaukee, more full of conviction 

and less apt to whine than before.

Benevolence Success  
 

The financial report, given at the Annual Meeting, showed that St. Maryõs 

members were very generous in the support of our partnership ministries 

during 2009. Our congregation upholds a stewardship policy of giving 10%  

of our contributions to benevolence programs. Last year this amounted to 

over $86,000. In addition to this amount, our members contributed another 

$43,000 to other local and national ministries. These amounts resulted in 

over 16% of our total contributions going to benevolence programs. St. Maryõs 

members can be proud of our commitment to minister to others outside of 

our own congregation. Maintaining this level of commitment is another strong 

sign of a healthy church. 

 

THE LUTHERAN  Enrollment  
 

The recent enrollment effort for THE LUTHERAN magazine resulted in 36 

additional household subscriptions being requested by our members. When 

these are added to our present subscription list, this means that 152 

households in our congregation will receive the magazine each month in their 

homes.  

A few additional copies will be available in the church office and entrances 

each month. We invite all our subscribers to carefully read the magazine when 

it arrives.
